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MINUTES 

 
 
Present: Aldermen Adams, Leszczynski and Pukaite; Police Chief Graff, Fire Chief Bialk, 

Executive Assistant Kowalchuk, press and interested public 
 
The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. 
 
1) Approve meeting minutes of May 13, 2014 meeting   

Moved by Alderman Leszczynski, seconded by Alderman Pukaite to approve the meeting 
minutes of May 13, 2014.  The motion passed by voice acclamation. 
 

2) Ordinance 2014-1423 – Social Host Ordinance 
Chief Graff explained that in order to help the Mequon Police Department address the 
increasing problem of underage drinking at residential parties, some of which are allowed 
and assisted by parents; staff is proposing a social host ordinance which provides Mequon 
officers the discretion to issue a citation to the person who provides the place and/or alcohol.   
 
Additionally, after review of citation examples from other municipalities and in speaking 
with representatives from the Mid-Moraine Municipal Court, staff suggests writing these 
citations for $2500 which is currently allowable under the Municipal Court Bond Schedule 
which governs citation amounts. 
 
Moved by Alderman Adams, seconded by Alderman Leszczynski to approve Ordinance 
2014-1423 with the following friendly amendment to the last sentence of Section (a)(4): 
Replace:  “or may simply fail to take steps to prevent it” 
Replace with: “or may not take steps to prevent it” 
 
The motion passed by roll call vote (3/0) 
Favor: Adams, Leszczynski, Pukaite 
 
Committee members suggested getting the word out on this change; in particular to the high 
school and that information on the number of parties over the last 18 months, how big these 
parties were, and how many citations were written be available should the Council ask for it. 
 

3) Mequon Police Department K-9 Unit 
Chief Graff advised committee members that 3 officers applied for the K-9 handler position, 
as the current officer handler will retire his K-9 position when K-9 Officer Vero is retired.   
 
There are 4 dogs currently available undergoing training.  It is anticipated that with the team 
training of both the assigned officer handler and dog, Mequon’s new K-9 unit should be 
ready sometime this October. 



 
4) Fire Department Operation 

Chief Bialk provided an overview of the City’s fire department operations supplemented by a 
power point presentation of the many complexities and challenges faced with a paid on call 
staff and a city of Mequon’s size.  Committee members were additionally updated on the 
goals for the recently purchased vehicle laptops and future Fire Department personnel needs.

Moved by Alderman Adams seconded by Alderman Leszczynski to adjourn at 8:08 pm.  The 
motion passed by voice acclamation.
