Milwaukee County. Improvements are needed to address anticipated diverting
traffic volumes during the 1-43 North-South Reconstruction Project and to ensure
safe and efficient traffic flow in the city of Glendale and surrounding communities.

As part of this project, the following work is scheduled to take place:

A new traffic signal will be installed at the intersection of Range Line Road and
Green Bay Road

Right turn lanes will be added on Green Bay Road
All four legs of the intersection will be resurfaced

While this work is being completed as part of the traffic mitigation efforts for the
I-43 North-South Reconstruction Project, the traffic signal will be permanent. The
signal is warranted with existing traffic volumes; with added diverting traffic, a
signal will help improve safety and traffic flow.

The intersection construction will start in early 2023, prior to beginning 1-43
South End Segment reconstruction in Milwaukee County.
